Here’s some good news

If you pay attention to the news, it wouldn’t be too much to think the world is going to you-know-where in
a handbasket. Violence, crime, corruption, illness, poverty, ignorance, and plain old self-centeredness seem
to rule the day. In Jesus’ time some said those kinds of things were signs of the end of the world. Christ
himself knew the list: “powerful earthquakes, famines, and plagues from place to place.” But he also urged
caution: “When you hear of wars and insurrections, do not be terrified . . . it will not immediately be the
end.” In other words, whatever is going on in the world, we are not to be afraid. We can trust in God and
do what we can for the cause of goodness.
